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Milli Bayramlar

4 23 Nisan Ulusal Egemenlik ve Gocuk Bayram: 23 Nisan 1920 tarihinde Turkiye Biyik Millet Meclisinin
acildigr giiniin yil doniimii olarak kutlanmaya baglamistir. Bu bayram Atatiirk tarafindan tim diinya
cocuklarina hediye edilmistir.

Official Holidays

<4 The National Sovereignity and the Children’s Day (23rd April): The day is celebrated as the anniversary of
the Opening of the Turkish Grand National Assembly. The Day was also reserved as the Children’s Day by
Ataturk, the first Turkish President.

4 30 Agustos Zafer Bayrami: Kurtulug Savasi’nin sonucunu belirleyen Bagskumandanlik Meydan
Savasr’'nin (30 Agustos 1922) yil doniimlerinde kutlanan ulusal bayramdir.

<4 The Victory Day (30th August): The day is celebrated as the anniversary of the Battle of
Commander-in-chief which occured on the last day of Turkish Independence War resulting in the
ultimate victory of the Turkish side.

4 19 Mayis Atatiirk’ii Anma Genglik ve Spor Bayrami: 19 Mayis 1919 tarihi
Anadolu’da yeni Tiirk Devleti'nin fiilen temellerinin atildigi giindir. Bu tarih Tiirkiye
Cumhuriyeti’'nin baslangicidir. Bu giin Atatiirk tarafindan Tirkiye gencligine bir
bayram olarak hediye edilmistir.

<4 Commemorating Ataturk and the Day of Youth and Sports (19th May): May 19,
1919, is the date when the new Turkish State’s foundations were laid, and also it is

the date initiating the history of Turkish Republic. This day was reserved for the
Turkish youth as a holiday by Ataturk.

<4 29 Ekim Cumhuriyet Bayrami: Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti’nin temellerinin
atildigr guinddr.

<4 Republic Day (29th October): It is the day when Turkish Republic was
declared in 1923.

<4 Kurban Bayrami: Miisliimanlar tarafindan kutlanan ve Allah’a yakin olmak anlaminda olan iki
dini bayramdan biridir.

Official Holidays

<4 Kurban Holiday: It is one of the two great holidays celebrated by the Muslims. The word “Kurban” is
used in the meaning of the closeness to God. Muslims sacrifice sheep or cattle to God and they donate
the meat of the sacrificed animals to the poor, relatives or neighbors in need.lt is a good way to share
with people and gain the hearts of needy people.

<4 Ramazan Bayrami: Orug ve ibadet ayi olarak bilinen ramazan ve sonrasindaki Ramazan
Bayrami tiim diinyada ve Tiirkiye’de ¢ok renkli sekilde yasanir. Ramazan, fakir insanlarin
hissettigini hissetmek, onlarin halinden anlamaktir.

Ramazan ayinda insanlar diger aylarda olmadiklari kadar cémert ve yardimsever olurlar.
Ellerinden geldigince fakirlere yardim ederek onlarin evlerine yemek gotiriirler ya da kendi
evlerinde iftar verirler. Gerekirse onlara maddi yardimda bulunurlar.
